We are looking forward to getting back to Peru 
for a rest!! 
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We hope to build on the foundation laid in our 
first term and develop the vision outlined below. 
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Our dream 
is to see the

children in Spanish speaking countries. It is 
hoped that this will finally consist of: 
 

1. A complete children’s Bible club curriculum 
to be complemented by 

2. A new Sunday school curriculum and 
3. A children’s home group program. 
4. A devotional family Bible to help encourage 

family worship and 
5. Daily devotional Bible reading helps to 

complement all of the above programs. 
6. Translation and adaptation of training 

materials for 
children’s 
workers. 

 

This project is 
very much at the 
pilot and 
development 
stage and will 
require 

significant resources if it is to become a reality. 
However, the potential blessing of a non-
denominational, quality, comprehensive Bible 
teaching resource for children in the Spanish 
speaking world is truly immense. 
 

The ultimate vision will be accomplished by 
building a team of missionaries and Peruvians in 
Arequipa. A project where all elements are so 
inter-linked requires the team to be in one place 
so as to spend much time together. Otherwise, 
what is already a long project becomes too 



drawn out. This is not meant to imply that 
material from other areas will not be widely 
adapted and used, but the final assembly will be 
done by one team. Resources produced by the 
team will be tested in Arequipa, selected areas 
outside that city and in other areas of Peru 
where appropriate contacts exist. Once the 
material has been thoroughly evaluated it will be 
released to the wider church in Peru and 
thereafter to the wider Latin American Church. 
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We have chosen 
the Bible in Felt 
set from Little 
Folk Visuals 
(formerly Betty 
Lukens) to 
illustrate the 

weekly Bible stories contained in the children’s 
club curriculum we are developing. This 
provides an attractive full Bible set and gives 
flexibility. We are having these sets brought 
from the USA and selling them on to the 
churches at cost price. This enables us to recycle 
our capital and keep costs down as well as 
preventing dependency on the part of the 
churches. We aim to raise the funds to maintain 
a stock of 30 sets. 
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We plan to produce sets of around 25 Bible 
based songs, each visualised on an A2 card 
sheet and accompanied by a sing-a-long cassette 

as there is a 
shortage of 
this type of 
material. For 
this we plan 
to get 
together a 
small 

children’s choir to use both as a ministry in 
itself and to record the songs for the tapes. We 
aim to release new sets periodically. 
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There is a great 
need for quality 
training materials 
for children’s 
workers in 
Spanish speaking 
countries. We are 
helping to meet 

this need by supervising the translation of a 
comprehensive series of books by Sam Doherty, 
ex CEF Europe director. The completed series 
should consist of around 30 titles. We will print 
for Peru and for CEF workers in Spanish 
speaking countries and then make each book 
available to be printed by interested individuals 
in other countries. 
 

We are currently working on the following 
seven books and the first book containing five 
evangelistic doctrinal lessons for use with 
children. 
 

1. “The Problems of a Children's Worker - and 
God's Solution” 

2. “How to Lead a Child to Christ” 
3. “How to Teach Bible Doctrines to Children” 
4. “Why Evangelise Children?” 
5. “Obedience to the Heavenly Vision” 
6. “The Principles of Teaching” 
7. “100 Questions and Answers Concerning a 

Ministry to Children” 
8. “Questions Children Ask” (Five doctrinal 

Bible lessons) 
 

We hope to have 12,000 of each of them 
available by the end of 2000. Distribution of the 
books will probably form part of a children’s 
workers book set project, the books being 
distributed to subscribers at regional training 
conferences. Other books will be distributed 
through bookshops and other outlets for those 
who can afford them there. 
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This project is to fund the development of new 
materials such 
as the weekly 
Bible club 
curriculum and 
the 
accompanying 
visual aids and 
manuals as 



well as holiday Bible club packs of which we 
have so far produced three. These are produced 
in limited quantities for evaluation before being 
printed in larger quantities and launched into the 
wider church. To do this we need a reliable 
commercial grade colour printer capable of 
producing short to medium runs of materials as 
well as desk top publishing and graphics 
software. Included in the budget is the salary for 
one full time or several part time Peruvians to 
work alongside us.

This 
time the other way round! We leave Leeds on 
January 22nd to return to Lima where we will 
stay a few days before going on up to Arequipa. 
 

Thank you again for standing with us in prayer. 
We never take it for granted. Please stay with us 
as together we see what God will do through our 
joint ministry for him.
