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Hi Folks!

Before we go any further please allow us to offer our sincere apologies to those of you for whom thisis
the first communication since September 2001. After the earthquake we sent out many e-mail updates and
have continued to do so. Thisis a great, fresh way of keeping people informed with up to the minute news.
However, we are aware that some folk don’'t get these in any form and it is you we would like to ask for
forgiveness. From now on we will do our best to send out a quarterly printed news bulletin to those who

do not have access to e-mail aswell as to the churches who pray for us.

The earthquake of June 2001 seems a long time
ago now, but the resulting blessings were
remarkable. Severa children’s clubs were opened
on the coast and two years running, camps were
held to train people to lead them. It also resulted in
some very productive long term relationships.
However, this whole situation put us under
tremendous pressure. Much of the work we had to
leave due to the crisis had to be sorted out in the
aftermath. This was one reason why we did not get
our act together with printed prayer letters.
However, we had a full and productive term for
which we give God all the glory and thanks.

This has been greatly blessed since it started less
than three years ago. Now around 100 people
crowd into the rented house on Sunday mornings
necessitating the search for larger premises. On
January 4™, 12 people were baptised and 192
people jammed in to witness the event! Please pray
that a suitable location will be found soon.

Since the earthquake we have handed the printing
of the 8 Children's Ministry books by Sam
Doherty over to an organization in Costa Rica.

Three of these books are now available in Spanish
for which we praise God!

Steve, who is the children’s ministry facilitator for
SIM has now been able to send out 5 newsletters
which have been well received. Please pray for this
extra, but worthwhile, ministry on top of
everything elsewe areinvolved in.

We arrived back in the UK for our home
assignment at the end of April 2003 spending 13
days in the US visiting the SIM USA and
International offices. This was a relaxing time and
enabled us to meet many people who, up until
then, had simply been faceless names. We also
discovered that we were totally exhausted and
apart from doing the minimum needed to prepare
for our meetings, find a house to rent and settle the
children in school, we had little motivation do
much else. We have learned important lessons
from this experience about pacing ourselves and
would ask you to pray for us as we prioritise our
whole ministry on our return. Pray that we might
really discern which of the many things we could
do are those that God wants us to do. Thisisavery
real battle where your prayers will be crucial!



We have enjoyed meeting lots of folk during our
time here athough we have not been able to visit
al those we would have liked to. It is harder to
travel when the children are in school and need
some sort of stability.
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Talking of the family, we were
blessed with the safe arrival of
Joel Marcus on September 20™
weighing in at 8 Ibs 4 oz (3.74
kilos). He is now a big, happy,
bouncing baby who is bringing
us al much joy.
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Amy and Gareth have
enjoyed ther time in
England and  their
grandparents are not
looking forward to them
leaving for Peru again.
Pray that all three will
be settled as we return
on February 23" and for
peace for their
grandparents.

We praise God for his ongoing faithful provision
for al our personal needs. With the addition of
Joel and other increases in support requirement due
to inflation etc... we are currently about £290 per
month short of being fully supported.

We are also working on an exciting project to
provide an office, resource and training centre for
the work of “Family Focus’. We aready have
about % acre of land to build on, but this project
will require significant funding in the near future,
so we would ask you to bring this need before the
Lord. Its completion should result in blessing for
all the churches in Arequipa and beyond into
southern Peru. On this same piece of land we will
also be building our own house thus avoiding the
need to rent and providing a stable environment for
the family.

For those with access to a computer, we have
produced four narrated PowerPoint presentations
on CD. These focus on the work of the church (14
minutes), the earthquake and the resulting

blessings (13 minutes), the work of “Family
Focus’ (25 minutes) and the work of the SIM
children’s camps (26 minutes). If you would like a
copy, just let us know.
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We are excited to be returning to
where we firmly believe God has
caled us. Please pray that we might
wisely deal with the difficulties and
increased pressures so as to be more
effective in our witness. We will
need to find a suitable house to rent
while we build, settle the children

back into school and Rachel will once again be

taking on the Peru

bookkeeper’s  job.
